Greeting Card Project

"Grateful for the many blessings he had received, entertainer Danny Thomas founded St. Jude Children® Research
Hospital in 1962.

People from all over the world send their used card fronts. The children precision cut
the card fronts and glue them to pre-printed card stock. They receive fifteen cents per
each acceptable card they make which is divided between their savings and college
fund, their cottage fund for special group outings, and to provide the kids with extra
pocket money."

When Dori asked if | would contribute something to your newsletter, | had no idea what was on her mind, much less my
mind at the time. A person may have plenty to say, but penning thoughts down doesn’t come easy.

For two decades, I've been a salesman. Many in this occupation use motivational tapes to help them stay focused and
make their traveling time productive.

Much of what passes for maotivational speaking is the mantra of social scientists promoting a humanistic view of man in
control of his own destiny. Much of the indoctrination goes like this: “If it feels good, do it!” and “What the mind can
conceive and believe, it can achieve!” Although they may sound harmless, these themes can be attacks on (or
confirmations of) your belief system.

Do you believe it to be your duty to direct the destiny of others? Do you believe that your fellow man needs a hand out
or a hand up? Does government do enough to equalize the economic benefits of productivity? Or does government get
in the way?

Two of our 20" century presidents epitomized each of the above contrasts. Each fought for what he believed in and to
their respective credits, each will be remembered through history as the icon for their political belief system.

Of course, I'm talking about FDR and Ronald Reagan. FDR believed in the Welfare State — in which government should
and must guarantee social and economic security for all. Reagan believed that Government had grown so big that even
the survival of American sovereignty was at stake. As Reagan saw it, Government was the problem that threatened our
economy and personal freedom. He fought to rein it in.

This debate is the heart of our two-party political system. Since our Republican leaders have been spending like liberals
over the last several years it's hard to differentiate between the two on money matters. The 2008 Presidential Election
will be a time for choosing the America our children will inherit. Will it be Reagan’s America? Or will it be the fulfillment
of FDR's?

Registered voters in DeWitt and Lavaca counties have the opportunity to vote for or
against a Constitutional Amendment that will read something like:

“The constitutional amendment authorizing the legislature to provide for a reduc-
tion of the limitation on the total amount of ad valorem taxes that may be imposed
for public school purposes on the residence homesteads of the elderly or disabled
to reflect any reduction in the rate of those taxes for the 2006 and 2007 tax years.”

Lavaca County registered voters will also have the opportunity to vote for or against a
Special Bond Election that will read as follows:

“The issuance of general obligation bonds not to exceed $3,000,000 to pay for the
construction and equipping of a county courthouse annex and for acquisition of a
site therefor.”

The Republican Women of Yoakum met on Wednesday, March 7, 2007 at
11:45 at the Hochheim Prairie Insurance Office Education Room. Judge
Ronnie Leck was the keynote speaker addressing the Lavaca County
Courthouse and Annex issue. The present condition of the courthouse is
documented in a brochure that can be mailed to you upon request from
Judge Leck’s office at 361-798-2301. Judge Leck has personally toured the
Lavaca County storage facilities where legal documents are currently being
stored due to lack of space at the courthouse. The storage facilities consist
of an old train boxcar, low quality metal building, and a rented downtown
office space. Judge Leck reported that the possibility of documents being
compromised by weather, mold, etc. is highly likely since the storage facili-

ties are sub-standard. The over-crowding of the courthouse as well as Todae Romie Ledk (o and

limited available space in areas outside of the Hallettsville flood zone are Lavaca County Commissioner Dennis Kocian (right)
factors that must be considered by voters in the upcoming bond election.

Safekeeping documents and providing adequate facilities for county business is the responsibility of county officials.
Birth, military, marriage, ancestry, land, and other historical documents must be stored correctly as well as available for
research. The lack of meeting/training spaces as well as limited courtroom areas are key factors for consideration as
well. The construction of the Lavaca County Annex would be funded with a $3 million bond if passed by the voters on
May 12th and with $600,000 from the Lavaca County budget with limited repercussions to the taxpayers. Lavaca County
Commissioner Dennis Kocian was present to address questions from the audience.
